2.5 km from Chora is the village of Kionia with its
wonderful award-winning beach with a magnifi-
cent view of the sea and neighbouring Syros. It is al-
so worth swimming at Agios loannis Porto, Kardiani
beach at Pachia Ammos, Laoutis (Skylantar) Agios
Sostis and Lychnaftia, the bay of Ysternia, Agios Ro-
manos and Kolymbithra.

Agios loannis Porto, with its flats, shallow waters,
buckets, shovels and general family atmosphere, is
ideal for those who have joined the married club. On
the sheltered, popular beach, you will find tavernas
and beach bars. Highlight is the beautiful chapel at
the edge of the beach. It is 6km from Chora.

The small fishing port of Ysternia, 17km northwest
of Chora, has clean sea, pebbles and taverns for
eating, while offering a view of Syros. 17km from
Chora. Ormos Giannakis is located just below the
village of Kardiani. Swim in Livada, a perfectly re-
mote bay in Pano Meri, with black sand, fine gravel
and a transparent sea that deepens steeply. 10 km
from Chora is Pachia Ammos. Remote, quiet and
low profile, it is ideal if you dislike crowds, but not if
you can't stand the wind. With striking, golden sand
dunes reminiscent of something from the desert,
with rocks carved by the tamarisk and blue waters
licking the shoreline, you'll love it.

Theroad that starts from Triantaros leads to a se-
rene beach called Lychnaftia, in the southeast of
the island, with shared white and black pebbles, a
crystal-clear seabed and the tamarisks necessary
for shade.
