Just outside the town, the Kastro (Castle) offers a
different kind of experience. It's an abandoned me-
dieval settlement built on a rocky cliff, once used as
arefuge from pirate attacks. The view is breathtak-
ing, especially in the afternoon, and the hike there is
perfect for nature lovers and hikers.

The Monastery of Evangelistria is another impor-
tant stop. Surrounded by lush greenery;, it is a his-
toric site where the first Greek flag with a cross was
raised before the Greek War of Independence. The
monastery also produces local goods such as wine,
liqueurs, and honey, which you can sample or take
home as a souvenir.

) BEACHES

W' Skiathos is best known for its beaches—and
rightly so. With more than 60 beaches, each has its
own style and beauty. From organized ones with
beach bars to secluded and untouched spots, all
boast crystal-clear waters and stunning landscapes.
Koukounaries is the island’s most famous beach—a
long sandy stretch with golden sand and a pine for-
est backdrop. It’s well organized, with food and drink
options, and despite its popularity, it maintains a
relaxed, pleasant vibe.
On the other hand, Lalaria is undoubtedly the most
visually impressive beach. It is only accessible by
boat from the old port—there’s no access by land.
The beach features white, rounded pebbles and
turquoise waters that resemble the Caribbean. The

Banana Beach is organized and lively, with loud
music and water sports, attracting a young crowd.
Similarly, Vromolimnos, near the town, is popular
with young people, combining nice sand, clean wa-
ters, and a vibrant beach bar.

Kanapitsa, by contrast, is more peaceful and fami-
ly-friendly, with easy access and a laid-back atmos-
phere.

For those seeking more remote spots, the beaches
of Mandraki, such as Elia, Xirokastro, and Agia Eleni
(not to be confused with the more central beach

of the same name), are quieter, with minimal fa-
cilities—perfect for enjoying nature far from the
crowds.

&HGASTRONOMY

The cuisine of Skiathos is a reason to visit in
itself, blending the island’s sea and natural bounty.
Local pies, such as the herb pie called kalapodia and
the traditional spiral-shaped cheese pie, are a core
part of the island’s culinary heritage. On the sweet
side, traditional treats like amygdalota (almond
sweets) and chamalia stand out, while handcrafted
liqueurs made from walnut, cherry, and herbs add a
