¥ Chios Castle
On the north side of the city’s port, you will find Chi-
os Castle. Covering an area of 180,000 square me-
ters, it had three entrances: the main entrance gate,
also known as Porta Maggiore (Porta Maggiore), the
West Gate (“Epano Portello”) and the Sea Gate (Porta
di Marina), which no longer exists today.
Also, the “Palace of Justinian,” which used to be the
administrative center, now functions as an exhibi-
tion and cultural space and is worth visiting. Anoth-
er interesting building is the “Dark Prison,” whose
construction dates back to the Genoese occupation,
as does the aqueduct. The main street is Agios
Georgios, located inside the castle, which leads to
the Castle neighborhood with its two-story houses,

Aplotaria

An important landmark of the city is the center of
the Chiotiki market, Aplotaria. It is located a short
distance from the waterfront, and its narrow cob-
bled streets are home to numerous shops and stores.

Vounaki Square

In Vounaki Square, in the center of town, the people
of Chios still drink their coffee under the plane trees
and enjoy mastic, loukoumades, and traditional Chi-
os sweets. Around the square are important admin-
istrative buildings, the Homer Cultural Center, the
Byzantine Museum, and the Municipal Art Gallery.

Byzantine Museum

In Vounaki Square is the old mosque, which was
converted into the Byzantine Museum in 1980. The
exhibits come from excavations on the island and
date from the 5th to the 18th century.

Justinian’s Palace

Entering the Old Town through the monumental
Porta Maggiore, you will see the medieval palace of
Justinian. It is now an exhibition space with mosa-
ics, frescoes, and wood carvings.

Mylarakia

Stone windmills by the sea ground leather and
gypsum, serving the tanneries in the Tabakika area.
Today, the four restored mills are one of the most
characteristic images of the island.

Chios Mastic Museum

A member of the pioneering Network of Thematic
Museums of the Piraeus Bank Group Cultural Foun-
dation, it opened in spring 2016 near the village of
Pyrgi. It is housed in an architectural masterpiece
designed by the Kizi A.A. architectural firm, and
through its exhibits and outdoor space, it beautiful-
ly unfolds the history, economy, and cultural heri-
tage of the area.

In the southern part of Chios lies the village of Mes-
ta —a place seemingly untouched by time.

Olympoi:

History, tradition and nature

Just 31 kilometers south of the town of Chios and

6 kilometers beyond Pyrgi, lies a magical medieval
village that transports visitors to another era. The
village of Olympoi is one of the most authentic vil-
lages on the island, with a strong fortress character
that has been preserved intact through the centu-
ries.

The outer walls of the edge houses, which func-
tioned as walls, give the village’s appearance a
defensive character. The main gate and the half-ru-
ined defensive tower bear witness to the times
when the inhabitants had to protect themselves
from invaders. The narrow, cobblestone streets with
vaulted stone arches connecting the houses create a
unique atmosphere, as if walking through a medie-
val labyrinth.

In the central square stands out the small church
of Saint Paraskevi, with its wood-carved iconosta-
sis, an exquisite example of 18th-century art that
is worth visiting. Also, the “Trapeza Olympoi,” a
two-story building with elongated halls, is a rare
example of medieval architecture preserved in very
good condition.

Pyrgi:

Avillage that’s a work of art!

Pyrgi is one of the most impressive and well-pre-
served medieval villages of Chios, located on the
southern side of the island in the area known as the
Mastichochoria. It is famous for its unique architec-
ture, with houses built tightly together, forming a
defensive maze — a typical feature of villages that
once had to protect themselves from pirate raids.
One of the most striking characteristics of the
village is the so-called “xysta”: black-and-white
geometric patterns meticulously carved onto the
facades of the houses. These designs are created
using a traditional technique in which the top layer
of plaster is scraped away to reveal the darker layer
beneath, resulting in an eye-catching effect that
resembles handcrafted embroidery. This decorative
style is found nowhere else in Greece.

A significant landmark in Pyrgi is the Church of the
Holy Apostles, which dates back to the 14th centu-
ry. Though small, it is of great importance, featuring
rich Byzantine decoration and frescoes that reflect
the village’s deep religious and artistic heritage.
Pyrgiis also renowned for the production of masti-
ha — a globally unique product that grows only in
Chios. Many of the village's residents are involved
in the harvesting and processing of mastiha, a craft
that has been passed down from generation to gen-
eration.

Anavatos:

The castle town of Chios

Anavatos is a unique medieval settlement on the
island of Chios, built atop a steep rock 450 meters
high, surrounded by two gorges that provide natural
fortification. This hard-to-reach location makes it
distinct and different from most island settlements
that are usually located near the sea.

The history of Anavatos begins around 1050, when,
according to tradition, it was built either by the
workers of the Nea Moni monastery or by locals
seeking protection from frequent pirate raids. Later,
during the Genoese rule over Chios, the settlement
was transformed
into a fortified
castle village
with enhanced
defensesand a
strategic role as

a lookout point
for both the sea
and the island’s
interior.

The two-story
stone houses,
built directly on
the rock, resemble small towers. The ground floors
were usually used as stables or storage spaces, while
the upper floors served as living quarters, featuring
arches and flat roofs. The village’s streets and steps
naturally follow the terrain’s contours, creating a
harmonious relationship between humans and
nature.

Anavatos has experienced significant historical
events, such as the Ottoman conquest and massa-
cre of its inhabitants in 1822, the major earthquake
of 1881, and mass emigration after World War I,
which led to the village’s abandonment.

Although considered deserted, it retains its authen-
tic medieval character and stands as a living testi-

It is built on the same site as the ancient
city of Kardamyli, whose name it has retained
almost intact. The old Kardamyla is described by
Thucydides. It consists of two villages, Upper Kar-
damyla and Marmaro. The upper village is the older
settlement and reaches the foot of a dangerous
and steep hill. Most of the houses are built of stone,
which gives the village a traditional character. Its
main feature is its small alleys and covered walk-
ways, which make it particularly pleasant for visi-
tors to stroll around.

The mastic trees are cared
for using a traditional technique that releases the
precious “tears” of mastic — an aromatic resin with
a characteristic flavor and scent. Mastic is a key
ingredient in many local delicacies, such as the
traditional dessert “ypovrichio,” ouzo, cookies, and
liqueurs, giving them a unique identity.

The island is also renowned for its juicy oranges
and mandarins, which have been recognized as
Protected Geographical Indication (PGI) products
due to their exceptional quality and taste. The
citrus fruits are enjoyed fresh or used in juices,
spoon sweets, and fruit salads, while their peels are
utilized as animal feed by local farmers, ensuring
maximum resource use.

Chios honey is considered some of the best in
the world, thanks to the island’s rich and rare flora.
Three main types of honey are produced: citrus blos-
som honey with a fragrant aroma, pine honey with
a deep scent, and thyme honey, which has a light
color and rich flavor.
